Initiative that put single mothers back on track takes off; 6 more e-autos handed over 

 

A growing number of single mothers in Bengaluru are breaking barriers by turning into auto 

drivers, thanks to the transformative training programmes offered by Namma Yatri under its 

Mahila Shakti initiative. The programme, in collaboration with the Bengaluru City Police and 

Parihar, is empowering women, particularly those with challenging pasts, to become 

financially independent and serve as the sole breadwinners for their families. 

 

In a remarkable event held on Friday at the Command Centre, six free e-autos were handed 

over to the eligible by Commissioner of Police B Dayananda. This marks the second phase of 

the initiative, which aims to uplift single mothers and specially-abled women by providing 

them with the tools and resources needed to build sustainable livelihoods. 

 

“I am pleased and grateful to see companies and organisations coming forward to transform 

the lives of women who have faced significant challenges. This effort not only empowers them 

but also offers hope to many still waiting for similar support,” said Dayananda. 

 

Beneficiaries are provided with 

comprehensive training by Namma Yatri, which includes hands-on learning with rented autos, 

smartphones, and three years of free insurance. Nagalakshmi from the Namma Yatri Mahila 

Shakti team highlighted the programme’s impact saying, “Namma Yatri began training women 



 

in 2023. So far, we have trained 150 women who are now driving with Namma Yatri, and over 

80 more are currently undergoing training. This partnership with Parihar and the City Police  

 

has enabled us to help these women achieve greater financial independence.” 

 

Stories of resilience 

For many of these women, the journey toward financial independence started after 

overcoming deeply troubling circumstances. Shabina, a 30-year-old single mother, shared her 

story of resilience. After her husband abandoned her and their two children four years ago, 

she struggled to make ends meet. In 2023, she discovered the training program, which became 

a turning point in her life. 

 

“Now, I can earn a living, support my children’s education, and I am no longer dependent on 

anyone,” Shabina said. 

 

Similarly, Ruth A, a 37-year-old polio survivor, who lost her parents at a young age, was 

inspired by a well-wisher who cared for her and started making homemade chocolates to 

support herself. The NGO-led training programme introduced her to the e-auto initiative, 

which changed her life. “I am very grateful to Parihar and the other NGOs for considering me 

for this initiative. Now, I can support my well-wisher more effectively and also achieve 

financial independence,” she said. 

 

Collective effort 

The e-auto initiative is closely monitored by four NGOs, alongside Parihar, to ensure the 

beneficiaries receive continuous support and guidance. United Way Bengaluru is the 

implementing partner and GE Aerospace, the donor of e-autos. 

 

Sanjeev, executive service and materials engineer at GE Aerospace, said they plan to 

collaborate with various NGOs and organisations to address community needs, including 

development, environment, and education. 

 

A growing movement 

Last year, five e-autos were distributed to eligible women, many of whom had faced significant 

hardships but now have a renewed purpose in life. As more organisations and individuals step 

forward to contribute, the initiative aims to expand its reach, empowering countless women 

across Bengaluru to drive toward financial stability and independence.
